The following agencies and drop-off locations welcome gently 
used items: 

Gifts to Give, located at 21 Cove Street, New Bedford (508-717-8715). When you donate to 

Gifts to Give, you empower and inspire youth to participate in community service and help women 
and families in need.  Gifts to Give works with a number of social service agencies in the city and 
fills requests from counselors on staff for their particular clients. You can drop off items 9-5 
weekdays (except Wednesdays and Saturdays until 3pm) at Gifts to Give or place items in drop-off 
boxes at all YMCA Southcoast locations.  Gently used clothes, books, shoes, toys, baby safety 
equipment (pack and plays, but no cribs, please) and new underwear, socks, and hygiene supplies 
are most needed. 

The Family Center (a P.A.C.E. program), located at Hayden-McFadden School, New 

Bedford.  To donate gently used children’s clothes, toys, books and shoes, call ahead (508-979-
1927) and drop off at The Family Center door marked with a large “K” on the County Street side of 
the school.

996-8572, x162), accepts clothing in good condition for women, men, children and babies, hard 
cover books, costume jewelry, kitchenware, knick knacks (no TV’s or furniture). The shop is open 
10:00am – 3:00pm Monday through Thursday.
